The Importance of Copyright in the Competitive World of Today

In today’s rapidly evolving world, copyright protection plays a crucial role in safeguarding
creative works. As the digital landscape expands, the ability to preserve ownership of

Creators put their time, energy, and talent into creating something original, whether it's a book, music, movie, or
piece of software. It is crucial to protect these works of art, which is where copyright enters the picture.

The Copyright Act, 1957, is the key legislation governing copyright protection in India. It grants creators (authors,
musicians, filmmakers, artists, etc.) exclusive rights to their original works, allowing them to control how these works
are reproduced, distributed, and performed. The Act ensures that creators are compensated for the use of their works
and prevents unauthorized use or infringement by others.

What Makes Copyright Vital?

Copyright plays a vital role in fostering creativity and innovation, particularly in dynamic and competitive industries
like literature, music, and film. In India, these sectors are not only culturally significant but also major contributors
to the economy. The protection of intellectual property through copyright encourages creators to take risks,
experiment, and produce original content, knowing that their work is safeguarded from unauthorized exploitation.

Advantages for Authors and Musicians

Copyright ensures that musicians, authors, and other creators retain ownership and control over their works, giving
them the legal authority to decide how their creations are used. This is crucial in protecting their artistic vision and
securing their financial interests.

For musicians, this means that their songs cannot be reproduced, performed, or used in commercials, movies, or other
media without their explicit permission. If someone wants to use their music, they typically need to negotiate
licensing agreements or pay royalties, ensuring that the musician is compensated for their work.

Similarly, for authors, the copyright gives them the right to decide who can adapt their novels into movies, TV shows,
or other forms of media. If a filmmaker or producer wants to turn a book into a movie, they would need to obtain the
author's consent (or the rights holder's consent), often through an agreement that includes compensation for the
author.

Rights Against Producers and Other People

It was a transition from warriors to servants and
from farmers to labours. It is, therefore, pertinent to have a combined action plan to restore the confidence and redefine its role in
the present context.

It is predicament to note that after Mannam era, we merely had any leadership to carry out the same vision and ideology envisaged
by the founders for the benefit of the Nair community.

It has been a positive sign to note that number of NSS chapters are increasing substantially in various states in the country as well
as globally, but it is pertinent to have a united effort to inculcate and involve various activities that benefit our young generation in
one way or the other. The need of the hour is to rediscover the past traditional glory of the Nair community which otherwise is losing
its identity and is being reduced to a minority community and a weaker section financially. Being away from our native place, it is
also imperative to transpire our culture and tradition to our next generation who are at a loss to know their illustrious roots.

While evaluating the progress made by the NSS since its inception and the set-back suffered, it is inevitable to find an antidote to
the impending factors. NSS has been striving for the upliftment of the weaker section of the community from the very beginning by
starting schools and colleges and also implementing several concessional services for the benefit of the needy members as well as
for all-around progress of the community. But for quite some time, there has been a drastic change in the function and the weaker
section of our community was not being benefitted due to various restrictions and criteria adopted by the leadership in regards to
the admission process in schools and colleges for our members.

The NSS has been encouraging the members of our community to get along with other sections of the society in the path of progress
and firmly believe that distinction of caste and class differentiation by blood or descent do not supersede the primary fact of human
equality. In a vast democratic country like ours, when the fundamental values are fading and the political and bigoted leaders,
instead of disseminating message of love and harmony among different communities, are trying to set our country on fire, let our
community lead from the front to protect and promote the communal harmony for all-round progress and prosperity of all sections
of the state’s population.

As anticipated by the Founders of NSS, it is quite natural to occur changes in the passing of years and in conformity with the changes
in environment and culture. Keeping this in view, NSS is contemplating to have the support of other likeminded communities
prevailing in Kerala to make an impact in the political arena which is a welcome step and need of the hour. All these years, political
parties are enjoying the support of our community members, without considering any favour, even for the weaker section of our
society, thereby ignoring the basic facilities in education and health to the financially weaker section of our community, who are
holding the upper cast label. This trend has to be changed and our community has to make political impact in the State in
coordination with other community organization.

For the progress of any organization, involvement of more and more youngsters are essential to inculcate new ideas and
ideologies. Let us also fetch our young generation to the community activities as earlier only elders took part in the
community proceedings and the activities were limited to certain rituals only. This trend has to be changed and the need
of the hour is to think in wider aspects.

It is high time to rejuvenate and disseminate the objective and vision of Samudayachaaryan Mannathu Padmanabhan
that “working in a limited sphere and then expanding the area of working is correct. Doing is more important even if it is
small. He also believed that serving the people in this community and serving the country are not different and both are
to be carried out and progressed together.

Let us work together to carry out the vision as envisaged by the founders of NSS and achieve the objective for which the
NSS was formulated.
